4. A sponsorship letter or official documentation indicating that they are able to pay for the program and their living expenses

5. Evidence of proficiency in English. 

It is the student's responsibility to secure their own accommodation. Our programs begin at various times throughout the year. The 

above documentation along with the $100 registration fee must be provided before a letter of acceptance can be given.
